Wednesday Night: Mostly cloudy. Light snow developing after midnight. Low 25 to 30. Chance of snow is 70 percent.


Thursday: Snow, changing to sleet around 11 AM. The sleet may mix with freezing rain later in the afternoon before coming to an end around 4 or 5 PM. Temperature steady around 28 in the morning, then climbing to around 32 in the afternoon. Total snow and sleet accumulation 1 to 3 inches. Light ice accretion possible in the afternoon. Wind from the northeast around 5 mph. Chance of precipitation is 90 percent.


Thursday Night: Mostly cloudy. Low 25 to 30. Light northwest wind.


Friday: Mostly sunny. High 43 to 48. Light west wind.

Forecast Discussion





Please check out my Winter Weather Watch for my forecast map for Thursday as well as my hour-by-hour forecast of the event. ... Snow is heading our way, and will begin later tonight. The air is dry, so if you look at a radar image this evening, it will show the leading edge of snow farther north than it actually is. Snow will fall for an hour or two in many areas before the air is moist enough for it to reach the ground. It should begin here around 3 AM, give or take an hour. Snow will continue into Thursday morning, changing to sleet late in the morning (probably around 11 AM or so). Sleet will then continue through the afternoon, ending around 4 or 5 PM. Light freezing rain could mix in late, but the way this is shaping up, it looks like we will mainly just get snow and sleet. I upped my accumulation forecast a little more (1 to 3 inches), because it looks like we will get a 6 to 8 hour period of snow, and computer models are indicating that the snow could be on the moderate to heavy side by mid to late morning. After this system moves out, very cold air will move in, especially on Sunday, when highs will only be in the lower 30s. We also have another potential winter storm in the works for next Thursday, January 24, which I’ll talk more about after we get past this one.
