Forecast Discussion





Please check out my Winter Weather Watch for my forecast map for today as well as my hour-by-hour forecast of the event. ... The snow was just a little bit later arriving than I predicted, as it began around 5 AM or a little before. Expect light to moderate snow to continue throughout the morning. A little sleet could mix in at times, but I expect precipitation to mainly stay in the form of snow through late morning before turning to sleet. Sleet will then continue through the afternoon, ending around 4 or 5 PM. Light freezing rain could mix in late, but the way this is shaping up, it looks like we will mainly just get snow and sleet. I still expect 1 to 3 inches of total accumulation, and I’m leaning toward the higher end of that range, but if it does happen to change over to sleet earlier than I expect, then accumulations would be lower. Things are also looking very interesting for Saturday. I’ve had my eye on a system to our south and east, but I didn’t think it would impact us. However, one computer model has suddenly shifted it much farther northwest, and now gives us a significant snowstorm on Saturday (meaning 6-12 inches or so). Another model continues to keep it farther east, and just gives us a little light snow. I will keep my eye on that throughout the day, and hopefully have a clearer picture of what Saturday will hold in this evening’s update. Either way, very cold air will move in on Sunday, when highs will only be in the lower 30s. We also have another potential winter storm in the works for next Thursday, January 24, though that one could turn out to just be rain.
