The Ten Commandments for Today, Part 11 of 18





"You shall not commit adultery." - Exodus 20:14





(Continued from yesterday...) The Bible makes it clear that divorce is a form of adultery, and many people get divorced for no reason at all; they just don't want to put a little effort into working out their problems. But Malachi 2:16a leaves no room for error in understanding how God feels about it: "For the LORD God of Israel says that He hates divorce." It's also easy to overlook another form of adultery: lust (Matthew 5:28). If you are married (or even in a serious relationship, in my opinion), you commit adultery against your spouse anytime you lust after another person, even someone on TV or pictured in a magazine, with your eyes and/or heart. God calls each person to be totally committed to his or her spouse.

A very complex and difficult forecast is setting up for the next few days. First, a strong cold front will slide through the area late tonight, bringing in a much colder air mass. After a couple of days up around 60 degrees, look for temperatures to slowly fall from the mid 40s into the upper 30s throughout the day on Saturday. Rain is also expected pretty much all day long from the second in this series of low pressure systems, though the rain may taper off by mid to late afternoon. Because the colder air will move into the upper atmosphere before it fully reaches the surface, we could see a little sleet Saturday afternoon, but I don’t expect that to cause any major problems. Colder air will continue to pour in, and on Sunday it looks like we will be stuck in the mid 30s all day. At the same time, the third in this series of low pressure systems will head our way. This is where the forecast gets very tricky. Based on current computer model forecasts, it looks like this system will slide by to our south then move up the coast, but it is likely to still be close enough to bring some snow (possibly mixed with rain early on) to our area on Sunday, especially during the afternoon and evening. With the kind of winter we’ve had, I’m afraid to get my hopes up too much, but based on everything I’m seeing, there does seem to be a pretty good chance that we will get some accumulating snow later in the day on Sunday. If things work out right, accumulations may be in the 1 to 3 inch range, though slightly higher amounts aren’t entirely out of the question. That system will finally move out by Monday, and the 7-day period from Monday through next Sunday looks mostly sunny to partly cloudy with a fairly dramatic warm-up. Highs will only be in the upper 30s on Monday, but we could be near 70 by next weekend.
