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Winter Storm Watch: Sunday Afternoon through Monday Morning
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Detailed Forecast





Saturday Night: Rain ending this evening, then a 40 percent chance of light rain or sleet overnight. Temperatures holding steady in the mid 30s. Wind from the north at 5 to 15 mph.


Sunday: A chance of light snow, sleet, or rain in the morning. A steady snow developing by early afternoon, possibly mixed with sleet at first. Temperatures falling into the lower 30s. Wind from the north at 10 to 15 mph. Accumulation 1 to 2 inches expected by late afternoon.


Sunday Night: Snow, ending after midnight.  Breezy. Lows in the mid 20s. Wind from the northwest at 10 to 20 mph. Chance of snow is 90 percent. Total snow accumulation 3 to 6 inches.


Monday: A few clouds early, otherwise sunny and breezy. Highs in the mid 30s. Wind from the northwest at 10 to 20 mph.

The Ten Commandments for Today, Part 12 of 18





"You shall not steal." - Exodus 20:15





This commandment is fairly easy for most people to keep, too, but some people do find it easy to get away with stealing a little something here and there. Note: I have updated my snowfall forecast map, which can be found on the lower-right corner of my website. You can click on the map to view the full-size version. ... This forecast is getting more interesting by the hour, but it continues to be rather complex. The second in this series of low pressure systems has just about moved out of the area this evening, as the rain is tapering off. We will be fairly dry overnight, though a little light rain or sleet isn’t out of the question as there will still be a lot of moisture in the air. Temperatures have dropped a little lower than expected already, but should hold nearly steady in the mid 30s overnight. Temperatures will not rise any on Sunday and will instead continue to slowly fall; we should drop into the lower 30s by Sunday afternoon. At the same time, one more low pressure system will head our way, and it appears increasingly likely that we will see a fairly significant snowstorm Sunday afternoon and evening. We could see a little light rain, sleet, or snow Sunday morning, but I expect the bulk of the snow to move in around midday or early afternoon. Some rain or sleet could still mix in at the onset, but this is shaping up to primarily be a snow event. (That’s the first time I’ve been able to say that in several years!) Snow will continue into the evening hours before tapering off around midnight. I am a little nervous in predicting 3 to 6 inches of snow after the kind of winter we’ve had, but computer models are predicting that much or more, and I feel very confident that we will at least reach the 3-inch mark. The system will quickly move out late Sunday night, giving way to sunshine on Monday. The cold air will hold in place for a couple more days, with highs only expected to be in the mid and upper 30s on Monday and Tuesday, but we’ll return to the 50s and 60s after that.
