The Ten Commandments for Today, Part 13 of 18





"You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor." - Exodus 20:16

Note: I have updated my snowfall forecast map, which can be found on the lower-right corner of my website. You can click on the map to view the full-size version. ... The precipitation is moving in earlier than expected, and should move into the county from south to north by 9 or 9:30 this morning. Because it is arriving sooner before the cold air is fully in place, we could see a mixture of sleet, freezing rain and rain this morning, but I don’t expect any major icing problems. The precipitation will change over to all snow by later this morning, then snow will continue through this afternoon and evening, tapering off around or a little after midnight. Temperatures are already right around the freezing point and will hold steady or drop another degree or two throughout the day. I am sticking with my accumulation forecast of 3 to 6 inches, though slightly higher amounts aren’t out of the question. The National Weather Service has placed us under a Winter Storm Warning, though I think their timing is a little off because the warning doesn’t go into effect until 4 PM and it lasts until 11 AM Monday, long after the snow will have moved away. The system will quickly move out late tonight, giving way to sunshine on Monday. The cold air will hold in place for a couple more days, with highs only expected to be in the mid and upper 30s on Monday and Tuesday, but we’ll return to the 50s and 60s after that. I will do two more updates today, around 2 PM and 8 PM, to keep you up-to-date on the latest forecast as this winter storm continues to develop.
