The Ten Commandments for Today, Part 13 of 18





"You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor." - Exodus 20:16

As best I can tell, we’ve picked up around 2 inches of snow so far, and things are pretty much going as I expected (which is a relief for me, since that seems to be more the exception than the norm when it comes to winter storms). Snow will continue this evening, then taper off and come to an end sometime after midnight. I am basically sticking with the same accumulation forecast, though I feel pretty confident we’ll get at least 2 more inches, so I have bumped up the lower end of my range and am predicting a total accumulation of 4 to 6 inches. Clouds will quickly move out late tonight and early Monday, giving way to a sunny, breezy and cold day with highs only expected to be in the mid 30s. Tuesday won’t be much warmer, and we’ll also have a pair of very cold nights in which temperatures will dip into the lower teens. The cold weather won’t last long, though, as it continues to look like we’ll be back up around 70 by next weekend.
