The Ten Commandments for Today, Part 14 of 18





"You shall not covet your neighbor's house; you shall not covet your neighbor's wife, nor his male servant, nor his female servant, nor his ox, nor his donkey, nor anything that is your neighbor's." - Exodus 20:17





If this commandment were rewritten today, it would probably read more like this: "You shall not covet your neighbor's house, spouse, car, wealth, career, clothes, electronic gadgets, or anything that is your neighbor's." The types of things we own have changed dramatically in the 3500 or so years since the Ten Commandments were given, but the principle of this one is the same. Those of you who have been following my website for a long time know that I love snow, and I am very happy this morning! Unless I’m forgetting something, this is the most snow I’ve seen since 1996. I think it was in 2000 and/or 2003 when the southeastern part of the county got a foot or so, but up here in the northwestern part we didn’t get nearly as much. As best I can tell, total accumulations ended up ranging from 6 to 10 inches throughout the county. Please send me your snowfall totals and I will put together a map over the next day or two. The snow lingered longer than I expected, but the last little band is moving out early this morning. The weather will quiet down dramatically for the next week as the big story becomes the temperatures. We’ll only get up into the mid 30s today and Tuesday, with lows expected to dip into the lower teens. However, a dramatic warm-up will take shape after that, and we’ll be up around 70 by next weekend. Rain showers will be possible throughout the first half of next week, and at this point in time, rain appears to be most likely on Wednesday (March 11).
