Total accumulations throughout Henry County appear to range from 8 to 12 inches, but that is merely a guess on my part. I encourage you to submit your snowfall total to me for my snowfall map. Temperatures will remain cold as we look ahead to next week as highs will generally be around 40 with morning lows in the teens and 20s. The next system is expected to arrive next Thursday afternoon or evening (Christmas Eve) when rain or a wintry mix is possible as another strong cold front moves through the area. Computer models have dramatically shifted their forecast storm track since yesterday and that is why a mix is now a possibility. It is still very unlikely that we will see much if any snow from that system, however.
