Forecast Discussion





Journey Through the Bible





Short Range: We will see abundant sunshine and pleasant temperatures today; look for highs to reach the mid to upper 70s. It now looks like we’ll see more in the way of cloud cover on Sunday and Monday, but there is still just a slight chance of an isolated shower.





Medium Range: Showers and thunderstorms are likely Tuesday and Tuesday night as the next cold front moves into our area. At this time, a severe weather outbreak does not appear to be very likely, though a few severe storms could still develop. Showers could continue into Wednesday as a cooler air mass moves in; highs may only reach the mid 60s. We’ll return to the 70s after that and stay there for a while. Scattered showers and thunderstorms are possible again on Friday and Sunday from a couple of fast-moving systems.











Honesty





A faithful witness does not lie,


But a false witness will utter lies.


- Proverbs 14:5





This verse pretty much states the obvious, but I think its intention is to make you stop and analyze your level of honesty. Lying does not improve a situation. There may be a very small number of exceptions, such as when someone's life is in danger or when you're dealing with someone who has mental problems, and I'm not even sure if those qualify as exceptions to God. But in normal, everyday life, there is never an excuse for lying. Not only is it morally wrong and sinful, but things always end up worse in the end. You never have to lie. If you feel like you do, then that probably means you have already done something you shouldn't have. (You can't change that, but you can think twice before doing the same thing again.) The best way to live is to follow Jesus' example, and then you won't do things like that in the first place! And when you do make a mistake (because we all do), just be honest about it. Chances are, other people will respect your honesty, but even if they don't, it's still the right thing to do.
